Creations, when you can inclulge in alittle nostalgia and enjoy the activities of Kentwell’s

‘Dad’s Army’ Home Guard section, Land Army girls, Air Raid Wardens and civilians.
Mou can happily spencl several hours exploring the Hall, &iscovering the 15th Century

oat House, experiencing the Camera Obscura, puzzling over the Tudor Rose pavement
Maze, &e]ighting in the Gardens, enjoying the Farm with its Rare Breed animals & wor]eing
Suffolk Punch heavy horses or gazing at the carp filled waters. Or you may simply restin
Kentwell’s Undercroft Tea Room sampling the home protlucecl fare.
